In order to build up the concept of worship and help your child to grow spiritually and socially, we are
please to announce several changes in Children Sunday School this year.

Worship time at the beginning of each lesson: Children will gather at Room #302 to have fun and
lesson related worship for 15 minutes before class begin.

New Sunday School Curriculum: We are excited to use a new curriculum — LifeWay's Level of
Biblical Learning. It is a curriculum that connects Rids to God’s Word through biblical, sound, age
appropriate and fun foundational resources. It gives a coordinated approach from birth through
preteens by using ten concept areas to guide Rids in their spiritual growth. You will find a weekly
unify theme through G.1 to G5 with different teaching approaches and activities.

New Class Level arrangement: To maintain a good size of group to learn effectively, we change our
Sunday school grouping into three classes; they are Pre-K L K, G.1 to 3 and G.4 to 5. The average of
the each class is 10 students and the groupings match with the class level divisions of our new
curriculum.

In addition to the weekly Sunday School curriculum, we set different goals and milestone to different
classes this year:

Pre-K el K class — The Lord’s Prayer
G1 to G3 class — The Ten Commandments, Fruit of the Spirit, New Testament Index
G4 to G5 class — The Armor of God, The Beatitudes, Old Testament Index
